· Remember that coaches and officials are there to help you.  Cooperate with them. 
· Understand the rules. 
Respect:

· Act in a sporting manner at all times

· Avoid improper conduct

· Display respect for all other team coaches/players, fellow team players/parents//coaches, and game officials

Enthusiasm:

· Assume the best of each other

· Participate actively in games and practices without disruption

· Maintain a positive attitude at games and practices

· Co-operate with your teammates and opponents for without them you don’t have a game.

· Cheer all good plays, both for your team and the opponents

Personal Conduct:

· Wear uniform proudly

· Play by the laws of the game

· Work equally hard for yourself and your team.

· Control your temper – fighting, “mouthing off”, and showing off spoils the game for everybody.
