FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS
How do I register? You can either register by mail by sending to CUSC, 328 First St., Suite 200, Collingwood, ON, L9Y 1B4 or in person at the office. We are located across from McDonald’s and above Royal LePage Real Estate – entrance is at the back of the building. 

Cash, Cheque, debit or credit card payments are accepted.

I don’t have a registration form. You can acquire forms either on-line, at the office or by phoning the office.
How do I contact a member of the Board? You can leave a message at any time on the Club answering machine– 446-1550. It will be forwarded on.

How do I go about sponsoring a team? As a continually growing club we are always excited to hear from new sponsors. Please call 446-1550 and leave a message. 

I would like to advertise in the Player’s Manual.  Great! Please check appropriate box on sponsorship form. 

My child plays on a travel team, can he/she play in the House league? Yes, a child or adult can play on both a house league team and on a Travel Team, please make reasonable commitment to attend practices and games. Must pay fees for both.

What equipment do I need? Shin guards are mandatory for all try-outs, practices and games. Cleated shoes are recommended but not mandatory. All players will be issued a full kit of Jersey, shorts and socks.
I do not live in Collingwood, can I/my child play? Yes, there are no set boundaries for soccer.  We service a large area and welcome all participants.  Non Residents however are subject to the new Non Resident User Fee.  (See below.)

What is the new Non Resident User Fee?  The Town of Collingwood has instituted a new fee for all people participating in sports in Collingwood but not paying taxes in Collingwood.  It is $20 per family per year.  You will purchase a card at the Town Municipal Office and the number will be required on all organized sports registration forms going forward.  Please do this PRIOR to registering your child for soccer this year.

Why do you ask about Medical problems? This is collected to ensure the safety of our players, it will not be considered in any way for team selection.

Why is there a ‘skill rating’ for house league players? This is used to try to balance our teams. Each player is assigned to a team by way of a draft. The league reserves the right to balance teams to ensure fun and fairness for all.

My travel team child would like to try-out for an older age team? The CUSC subscribes to the philosophy that every child should play to his/her maximum skill level. Any player may attend try-outs for an older division but if they wish to be considered for their own age group (in the event they are cut) they must also attend those try-outs as well. A Playing-Up form must be completed.
